|etter from Executive Director

Greetings,

As | approach my first anniversary as the Executive Director of Alliance Medical Ministry, | wanted to take this opportunity
to thank you for making 2009 a resounding success. It has been a blessing to work in concert with our staff, volunteers
and partners to deliver quality, accessible and affordable care to so many uninsured in Wake County.

We ended 2009 with 10,179 patient visits, up 5% from the 9,685 visits in 2008. The last three months of the year we
averaged approximately 1,000 visits per month. Given the growing uninsured in Wake County, the current patient visit
rate and the expansion of several programs described below, we anticipate total patient visits in 2010 will increase by
over 20% and exceed 12,000 encounters. While fundraising for 2009 was challenging, we had a strong 4th quarter and
our total 2009 revenue fell only 5% from 2008, while our expenses remained flat year-over-year.

The positive momentum from Q4 has already continued in early 2010 with the expansion of several core programs. In
December we were awarded $162,000 grant by the NC Department of Rural Health and Community Care in partnership
with the Capital Care Collaborative and Urban Ministries / Open Door Clinic (ODC). The program goal is to add additional
capacity to the Alliance Acute Care Clinic to provide uninsured Open Door Clinic patients, regardless of their work status,
with access to same-day care. The expanded acute care hours and referral partnership with ODC will directly benefit
patients seeking immediate treatment for minor conditions that would likely go without care or end up at area emergency
rooms without this option.

Also in December, we received a grant from the Kate B. Reynolds Charitable Trust to increase funding for our pharmacist
position. Dr. Nicole Emswiler, our part-time pharmacist since 2007, is now here on a full-time basis. The funding will
directly benefit our growing base of patients with chronic diseases, but even more importantly provides another gifted
set of hands, a warm smile and a caring heart to support our patients.

Finally, when you have an opportunity to visit our clinic, you will see a different type of growth on the grounds of Alliance.
In the fall, we planted our first community garden. This spring, the front lawn will blossom yet again with vegetables,
fruits and flowers as we expand the garden. We are partnering with Interfaith Food Shuttle, local congregations, the
Boys and Girls Club and families in the community around Alliance to design, build and sustain the garden. The produce
will be given to Alliance patients and area families that help with the garden, and classes taught by registered dietitians
will be offered to patients and families to encourage healthy food selection and preparation.

Her focus will be expanded to include patient education
programs, effective utilization of medication, and specific
programs for diabetic and hypertensive patients, including
chronic disease management. Funding from the Kate B.
Reynolds Charitable Trust and The Blue Cross Blue Shield of
North Carolina Foundation will leverage Alliance’s ability to
grow services for the coming years.

Patient Feature:
Mr. Jessie Woodall

Mr. Woodall, a Clayton auto-mechanic, became a patient at
Alliance nearly three years ago after a visit to WakeMed for
pancreatitis revealed high blood pressure. Concerned this
chronic issue would worsen, WakeMed referred Jessie to
Alliance, where he began his care under Dr. Tara Lewis,
who started him on blood pressure lowering medications
and now sees him regularly for check-ups. Since then, his
blood pressure has remained under control and he’s had no
return visits to the emergency room. Jessie states, “No, I've
never been back to WakeMed. There is no need. Everyone
(at Alliance) is great. | have no complaints and appreciate
the good care Dr. Lewis and the nurses provide.”
