Letter from a Volunteer
In July, Regina Heroux, Director of Programs and Outreach for Alliance Medical Ministry, received the 

following e-mail message from a volunteer following her fi rst day at Alliance. 
[The letter has been edited slightly in the interest of space]

Nurse Heroux,

WOW, what an impactful 3.5 hours! I worked my fi rst volunteer shift today with Bertha and Robin 
under Drs. Tuccero, Terezis, and P.A. Vicario. It was great! I look forward to my next shift.

Being my fi rst day, I focused on getting vitals right and information into the computer. It was not until 
I got home that issues related to a bigger picture sank in. As a pre-med student focused exclusively in 
Family Medicine, I am very interested in primary medical care reaching everyone within our communi-
ties. Yet, before my shifts this week at Alliance and the Raleigh Rescue Mission, I had vague ideas 
about what that service looked like and the important impact these services have on individuals. 

I always hear that the “poor and uninsured show up in emergency rooms for issues that are not 
emergencies.” Logically, one might think it a benefi t to the community, hospital budgets, emergency 
room response times, etc. to provide clinics to those without access. Yet today I saw the human side or 
potential consequences, if you will, of what happens when people have no primary care.  

Often taking my own health for granted, I just had no idea that people are everyday pushing through 
the symptoms associated with diseases such as diabetes, high blood pressure, seizure disorders, 
migraines, etc. without any treatment—until they one day explode into real emergencies! What a won-
derful service we provide to individuals here at Alliance, relieving suffering and improving the quality of 
life for people who had nowhere else to go. Providing them an opportunity to manage their healthcare 
issues and focus their resources to improving other aspects of their lives.

I am really glad to be here! Thank you for the opportunity to serve.

Alliance Converts to 
Electronic Health Record System

On May 19th, AMM offi cially began the transition to an electronic health record (EHR) system known as 

Allscripts Healthmatics. The EHR Healthmatics system helps practices like Alliance to automate and connect 

everyday tasks such as writing prescriptions, documenting patient care, managing schedules more effi ciently, 

and providing patient education with a few short clicks.

Since its implementation at AMM, the staff has already begun to realize numerous time-saving measures 

each day. Staff members are able to signifi cantly reduce the time that they spend looking for paper charts.  

Medical providers are able to automate the writing and sending of prescriptions to most area pharmacies 

and to review lab results, consult reports, and lots of additional patient information on their offi ce comput-

ers. They can also view this data electronically from home.  

This exciting change to the electronic record system was made possible by contributions from the Duke 

Endowment and A4/Allscripts.
